














Specifications

Material
All major steel parts shall be made of mild cold rolled steel, free
from imperfections and capable of taking a high grade enamel finish.
Option: all major steel parts shall be made from galvannealed steel.
Finish

Surfaces of the steel shall be thoroughly cleaned and phosphatized
in a seven-stage process. All parts shall then be finished with a
heavy coat of enamel baked on at 300 degrees for 30 minutes.

Trim and Accessories

Trim and accessories such as recess trim, sloping tops, closed bases,
zee bases and fillers of all types are necessary for a complete installa-
tion on most locker projects. The various items available are made in
a range of profiles and material gauges to suit most needs and are
shown in this catalog. All items finished to match lockers using the
same process outlined above.

Number Plates

Each locker door shall have a polished aluminum number plate
with black numerals not less than /2" high for easy readability.
Each number plate shall be attached with two blind rivets.

Locks

All lockers may be furnished with built-in Flat Key or Grooved Key
locks of standard manufacture with two keys for each lock. Built-in
combination locks may be specified if desired. Padlocks, either of
key type or combination type may be specified. The shackle diameter
of any specified padlock must be no less than %32". Master keyed
locks are available.

Digilock electronic locks and Safe-0-Mat coin operated locks are not
compatible with all sizes and types of Republic lockers. Check with
your Republic Representative before specifying or ordering.

Benches and Pedestals

Locker benches are made from full 1-1/4" thick by 9-1/2" wide laminat-
ed maple with all corners rounded and sanded. Lengths are 3 foot
through 12 foot in one foot increments. Top and edges have two coats
of a clear finish with one coat on the bottom. Tops are mounted on
pedestals consisting of sturdy 1-1/4" 0.D. tubing with 10 gauge steel

Movable Benches

Movable benches are laminated maple bench tops mounted on alumi-
num pedestals formed from /4" thick by 3" wide solid aluminum bar
stock shaped in the form of a trapezoid for stability. Non-skid pads
shall be provided for each pedestal. Overall height of movable bench
shall be 17-1/2". Maximum bench overhang from middle of pedestal
must not exceed 6".

Construction

Knocked Down (K.D.) - Lockers shall be built on the unit principle -
each locker shall have an individual door and frame, an individual top,
bottom, back and shelves with common intermediate uprights separat-
ing units. Assembly of all locker components shall be by 1) low, round
head slotless bolts and nuts; 2) low, round head slotless bolts and self
locking Keps nuts; or 3) riveting with back-up washer. Welded - Lock-
ers shall be preassembled of welded construction in multiple groups
conforming with job requirements.
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flanges welded to each end. Overall height of bench assembly is 17-1/2".
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Doors
Doors shall be 14, 16, or 18 gauge steel as required by manufacturer's
design, formed with a full channel shape on lock side to fully conceal
the lock bar, channel formation on the hinge side and right angle for-
mation across the top and bottom.

Locking Device

All “tiered” lockers, except Single Point Il Lockers, shall be equipped
with a positive automatic pre-locking device whereby the locker may
be locked while door is open and then closed without unlocking and

without damaging locking mechanism.

Hinge

Hinggs shall be 2" high, 5-knuckle, full loop, tight pin style, securely
welded to frame and double riveted to the inside of the door flange.
Locker doors 42" high and less shall have two hinges. Doors over
42" high shall have three hinges,

Interior Equipment

Single tier lockers aver 42" high shall have one hat/book shelf, Other
tiered lockers do not require shelves. All single, double and triple tier
lockers shall have one double prong back hook (single prong in 9"
width) and two single prong wall hooks in each compartment. All
hooks shall be made of steel, formed with ball points, zinc-plated
and attached with two bolts or rivets. Lockers under 20" high are
not equipped with hooks.

Many Republic lockers may be customized to conform to ADA guide-
lines. While the ADA does not mention lockers specifically, it does refer
to features found on or in lockers. The areas of consideration are the
handle, shelf and bottom location, the placement of the locker within a
room, and ADA identification. Any Republic locker with a recessed han-
dle and lifting trigger can be modified to meet ADA requirements by
specifying the following items;

Door
A decal with the international symbol of accessibility shall be applied
to the face of the locker door.

Interior Equipment
Choose from the following requirements:

Side Reach Requirement:

Single tier lockers shall have a hat/book shelf and coat hooks located
no more than 54" off the finished floor. One additional shelf shall be
placed near the bottom of the locker so that it is no lower than 9"
above the finished floor.

Forward Reach Requirement:

Single tier lockers shall have a hat/book shelf and coat hooks located
no more than 48" off the finished floor. One additional shelf shall be
placed near the bottom of the locker so that it is no lower than 15"
above the finished floor.

Placement of Locker

The locker shall be placed in a location at least 24" away from any wall
or other obstacle and have a minimum clear floor space of 30" x 48"
with a 10" minimum for door swing. The area in front of the locker
must be clear within a 60" diameter turning circle to allow for
unobstructed access.
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
